Modeling language shows your child
how to communicate

Do Extend

Add 1-2 words to what your child
says

Do Wait

Waiting gives your child an
opportunity to talk

Do Repeat

Repeating confirms you heard your

Do Respond

Responding to your child will support
future conversations

Don't Ask for Labels

Don't ask "what is this?" repeatedly

Don't Say "Say
Try modeling instead. Saying “say”
decreases spontaneous communication

Don't Question

Too many questions is not natural.
Make comments too!

Don't Pressure

Talking can be hard and adding
pressure does not help

Don't Get Frustrated

It's okay to get frustrated, but DO
NOT let your child see this
